BIRTHDAYS

've been thinking... our worship

gatherings are much like birthday
parties, or at least should be. This analogy
isn’t fully applicable but is in many ways.
I'll just give one. And, I'd invite your other
suggestions.

My son turned one year old a few months
ago. Wow, the fun continues in a big way.
I can't get enough of watching him grow,
explore, and do new stuff...like push
around a full-size vacuum cleaner double
his height. Stand up, grip the wound cord,
and go full out until a wall stops you.
Rock on.

Imagine this. It's my son’s birthday party
and family has gathered from all over the
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country. My wife leads off the singing
of “Happy Birthday” and the house full
of people joins in. A cake appears as
the chorus fills the house. Candles are
glowing and dripping wax on the cake
we're about to consume. Everyone is
loving it. This is a big deal. Their joy at
being able to watch our son grow and be a
part of his wonderful, beautiful life for the
past year is now overflowing in loud song
and wide smile. However, something is
amiss. People begin to awkwardly notice
that I, the father, am just standing their
with arms folded...not singing.

After the moment of focused celebration
has passed and people begin to mingle
while eating cake, my brother-in-law

corners me and says, “Dude, you weren't
singing.” In other words, “What’s your
problem?!” I then reply, “Well, there are
a few reasons. First, singing really isn't
my thing. I show my love for Judah in
other ways. Second, my wife started off
the song in a key that was too low for me.
Third, my wife and I had a small argument
today and I just couldn’t follow her song
leadership and sing with sincerity.” (On
this last one in the worship context, there
is the issue of Matthew 5:23-24)

If that really happened, I would hope that
my brother-in-law would respond with
“Are you serious?! Get over yourself,”
after picking his jaw up off the floor due
to shock at my cluelessness. Now, as a
worship and song leader, this is an easy
connection for me to make...and easy
for me to say/write since singing is
somewhat part of my job. On the other
hand, you might be surprised to know
that singing isn't something that I just
naturally love to do. But, it is a part of
what God has called me to do. And I love
to thank God because He saved my life,
created/chose me to be in relationship
with Him, and pursued my redemption. I
can’t help but sing and shout and tell. I
love to praise Him because He is.

One last word.... part of what makes
“Happy Birthday” renditions so wonderful
is that they usually do sound so bad...but
people are still going for it with gusto.
It’s a wonderful sight: friends and
family celebrating with joy and loudness
unashamed.

May we do the same each week as we

celebrate the life, love, and glory of
Christ.

Praxis: Tuesday nights 7-8:45 pm
Praxis is a place designed for any high
school student to come and hear how
the Bible makes sense and applies to
our life today through an interactive
teaching and discussion format, time
of expressing ourselves to God through
musie, along with time to have fun
together.

Praxis small groups: meet at various
times on Sundays.

Praxis small groups meet in three cycles
throughout the year — fall, winter, and
spring for between six to nine weeks for
each cycle. The purpose of these groups
is for students to meet in a smaller group
(ideally five or less) of same gender
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students, along with at least one adult
coach (mentor) to lead each week in Bible
study and accountability for growing
spiritually.

The ultimate goal of these groups is
to provide a place where students
can go beyond the surface level and
develop deeper and more meaningful
relationships. While they are designed
for students who have made a decision
to follow Christ and want accountability
in the process of growing in that, any
student is welcome to join. The only
requirement of students is to commit to
being a part of small group each week and
being willing to be open and honest with
the rest of the group. We take sign-ups in
the weeks leading up to a new cycle.
