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Civil war has ravaged the Gulu District of Uganda area for over 30 years. There

has been relative peace since the spring of 2007 when the rebel leader was

moved out of Uganda. During the war, rebel forces would kidnap male youth

and force them to serve in their army. To escape this horrific misery, every eve-

ning the children would flee into nearby Gulu city for safety. Up to 15,000 chil-

The village of Pagik is located about twenty miles northeast of the city of Gulu,
the capital city and the largest city of the region also known as Gulu. Gulu is lo-
cated about 170 miles north of Kampala, the capital of the country .

The Acholi people are the main inhabitants in the area. The majority of people
are Christians, and many of them are internally displaced refugees. At one time,
more than 1,800,000 people lived in local Internally Displaced People (IDP)
camps. Effective April 2009, the IDP camps were closed and people were al-
lowed to return to their home villages. Most of the local people scratch out a
living as peasant farmers; however, there are a few who are employed in schools
and health care.
