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How well do you know God’s 
Word? Enough to really believe 
God’s Word or don’t “do” God’s 
Word. Forty Days in the Bible will 
transform us from “hearers” to 
“doers.”

As our culture becomes more and 
more biblically illiterate, we must 
not follow that trend. Instead, we 
must intentionally, purposefully, 
and carefully buck the trend. 
Biblical literacy is critically 
important if we are going to 
thrive in today’s world.

Forty Days in the Bible is a 
church-wide, six-week study in 
the principles of the Word of 

God. We will discover the great 
care that has gone into getting 
the Scriptures into our English 
language from the original 
languages of Hebrew, Greek and 
Aramaic. We’ll use six small group 
sessions to learn how to study the 
Bible for ourselves.

This is a critically important 
spiritual life campaign, produced 
entirely by our own church staff. 
We will launch on Sunday, October 
9. It’s a great chance to join a 
small group – if only for just six 
weekly sessions.
